Diabetes Education Program Referral Guidelines
The Sherbourne Health Centre Diabetes Education Program consists of a Registered Dietitian and a Diabetes Nurse Educator. This community program provides services to any individual who may have an existing diagnosis of diabetes, pre-diabetes or who is at risk of developing diabetes due to one or more risk factors. Individuals can be existing Sherbourne Health Centre clients or, they can be any individual living in the catchment area noted below. The goal of the program is to provide high quality, client focused, and culturally appropriate diabetes education and support to the communities we serve. Services will include a combination of individual and group sessions at Sherbourne Health Centre and at community locations.     

LOCATION: 333 Sherbourne St., South of Carlton St. & North of Gerrard St.
CATCHMENT: Yonge St. → DVP , Bloor St. → Lakeshore Rd.
HOW TO MAKE A REFERRAL:
1. You can copy the referral form attached or contact reception at: 416 324-4180 and we will fax a referral form to you. If you do not have access to a fax machine, the referral can be completed over the telephone by speaking directly with the Dietitian or Nurse. An individual can also ask front reception in person for a Diabetes Program Community Referral form, fill it out and hand it in to a medical secretary.
2. Once the referral is received, a secretary will contact the client to arrange the date and time of the appointment. If the client does not have telephone service, ask the client to come to main reception on the first floor to make the appointment or make alternative arrangements directly with the Dietitian or Nurse.
